SIMPLE TEST QUESTIONS

· Were you in the Military and injured?

· Did any injury received result in any of the following?

· Being dazed, confused or seeing “stars”

· Not remembering the injury

· Losing consciousness for less than a minute

· Losing consciousness for 1-20 minutes

· Losing consciousness for longer than 20 minutes

· Having headache, dizziness or irritability 

· Having a head injury
· Are you having any of these problems you think might be related to a possible head injury or concussion?

· Headaches

· Dizziness

· Memory problems

· Balance problems

· Ringing in the ears

· Irritability

· Sleep problems

The purpose of this screen is to identify survivors of TBI who may need further evaluation

What to do next?

If you suspect that someone might have had a TBI they need to further evaluation. The screen alone does not provide diagnosis of a TBI. A clinical interview is required.
